24. ______________ Vargas Venezuela December 1999 rain weakened the mountain sides to the point that this natural disaster occurred. Over 190,000 people were evacuated and 30,000 people died.

25. ______________ October 17, 1989 at 5:04 PM San Francisco and Oakland, California and its surrounding communities were devastated by this natural disaster. 67 people were killed and the damage was over 5 billion dollars. Some of the worst devastation came from double decker highways collapsing on top of each other. 

26. ______________ Huang He River, China August, 1931, over 34,000 square miles of land was affected by this disaster. Up to 4,000,000 people died due to disease and famine. Possibly the worst natural disaster in Earth’s history.

27._______________  August 29, 2005, this natural disaster struck the Gulf Coast of the United States. When the storm made landfall, it had a Category 3 rating on the Saffir-Simpson scale. It brought sustained winds of 100–140 miles per hour and stretched some 400 miles across.

28. ______________ Sumatra, Indonesia, December 26, 2004, a wall of water 50 meters tall covered the island of Indonesia. This natural disaster killed around 230,000 people and did about 10,000,000,000 dollars in damage.
